PJM REGION SETS NEW RECORD FOR ENERGY USE 
Energy Conservation Request Continues Tuesday 
In Some Eastern Areas 
 
(Valley Forge, Pa. – July 17, 2006) – PJM Interconnection, the grid operator for 51 million people in 
13 states and the District of Columbia, set an unofficial record for peak electricity use of 
139,746 megawatts today at 5 p.m. (EDT). 
 
PJM’s previous record demand was 133,763 MW set on July 26, 2005. PJM reported that demand for 
electricity was met without problems and that generation supplies were adequate. One megawatt of 
electricity is enough to power 800-1,000 homes. The new peak usage number is subject to verification. 
 
PJM, along with several eastern electric companies, issued a request for prudent use of electricity 
today in anticipation of the increased demand. Weather forecasters were expecting temperatures to 
reach upper 90s to 100-plus degrees in many areas of PJM’s region, prompting the increased use of 
air conditioning. 
 
The request for conservation will continue Tuesday in the service territories of Atlantic City Electric; 
Baltimore Gas & Electric Co.; Delmarva Power; Dominion; Jersey Central Power & Light Co. 
(JCP&L); Metropolitan Edison Co. (Met-Ed); PECO, an Exelon Company; Pepco; Pennsylvania 
Electric Co. (Penelec); PPL Electric Utilities; PSE&G and UGI Utilities, Inc. 
 
“Days like today demonstrate that regional coordination with our member companies is what truly 
enables us to protect system reliability,” said Michael J. Kormos, PJM senior vice president- 
Reliability Services. “However, as we continue to see demand growing, we look to our member 
companies to continue expanding the region’s transmission system to move power more easily to 
where its needed.” 
 
Temperatures and energy use in the East are forecast to remain high. Conditions in the Mid-West 
region served by PJM are forecast to be milder. Energy supplies are expected to be adequate to meet 
forecast use in the coming days while hot and humid conditions continue. 
 
PJM Interconnection ensures the reliability of the high-voltage electric power system serving all or parts of 
Delaware, Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Maryland, Michigan, New Jersey, North Carolina, Ohio, Pennsylvania, 
Tennessee, Virginia, West Virginia and the District of Columbia. PJM coordinates and directs the operation of 
the region’s transmission grid, which includes 6,038 substations and 56,070 miles of transmission lines; 
administers the world’s largest competitive wholesale electricity market; and plans regional transmission 
expansion improvements to maintain grid reliability and relieve congestion.
